UNIFORM REMINDER 
 
For those of you who are not aware you can order any uniform needed for class through the Stage Plus office.  We 
can also order any costumes for festivals or shows.  Orders are placed with our supplier on the 28th of each month.  
 
I would also like to stress the need to wear correct uniform to all classes.  All students should wear their ‘blacks’ to 
class.  Recently students have been wearing own clothes, lots of layers or different coloured dancewear.  I would 
really appreciate it if parents could keep an eye on this situation.  Also Saturday Morning and Thursday Night 
Drama should be wearing ‘blacks’ not their own clothing.  
 
Another reminder about uniform is to ensure that all hair is tied back, off of your face and that no jewelry is worn.  
The reason for the uniform is not only discipline, but also so that teachers can see the correct alignment of the 
students body and for Health and Safety reasons.  Please ensure that these rules are adhered to.  If a student 
continually turns up to class incorrectly dressed it is under the discretion of the teacher whether or not the student is 
turned away from the class.  If uniform is not worn consecutively for 3 weeks the teacher may ask you to leave and 
come back dressed correctly.
